Point Blank Ranges and Zeroing your rifle

When we zero our hunting rifles in at 90 metres ( 100 yds ) as many of us do for hunting our rational is that this is the distance we most shoot game at. The trouble with this king of reasoning is that a 300 metre zero no way hinders a hunter with a 90 metre ( 100 yds ) shot, but a 90 metre ( 100 yds ) zero is next to useless when the 274 metre ( 300 yds )chance of a trophy of a life time pops up. Below is a table with these zero where the bullet with neither rise or fall more then 50mm ( 1 inch ) when the rifle is zeroed at the Zero Range column. Thus an animal with a 127 mm ( 5 inch ) vital kill area will be hit in this area out to the max from 0 metres to the Maximum Point Blank Range in the right column
